PROGRAM OPTIONS

2010-2011
Preschool:

We currently have four preschool options:

1) Part-Day/Part-Year Head Start: Classes are from 8:00am-11:30am or 12:30pm-4:00pm Monday-Thursday, August-May.  This program is free.  Many of the children in the morning session are able to ride the bus to school.  Children must reside within the Shawnee Mission School District, be 3 or 4 years old on August 31, 2010 and most must have family incomes that are below the federal poverty guidelines.  

2) Full-Day/Part-Year Head Start: Classes are from 8:30am-3:30pm Monday-Friday, August-May.  Costs are $80/week.  Transportation is not provided.  Parents must be working or in school at least 20 hours/week to qualify for this program and the same age, residency and income requirements for the other Head Start programs apply.
3) Wrap-Around Care Head Start: Classes are from 7am-5:30pm Monday-Friday, year-round.  For the current program year, costs are $95/week.  Head Start does accept the SRS Childcare Subsidy.  There is no transportation provided.  Parents must be working or in school at least 30 hours/week to qualify for this program, and the same residency, age and income requirements of Part-Day/Part-Year Head Start apply.
4) Community Spots: All program options listed above have a few spaces for children who are not accepted into Head Start.  Children must be 3 years old prior to starting school and there are no income or residency requirements.  Costs are $75/week for Part-Day/Part-Year, $140/week for Full-Day/Part-Year and $175/week for Wrap-Around-Care.
Prenatal-3 years:

Early Head Start: Children enrolled in Early Head Start receive weekly, 90 minute home visits from “Family Educators.”  Family Educators are trained in the Parents as Teachers curriculum and will do activities with parents and children that are designed to encourage the child’s development.  Family Educators also assist families with social service, health and mental health needs and help connect families to resources in the community.  If parents are working or in school at least 30 hours/week, they may go on the waiting list for childcare.  If children are enrolled in childcare, home visits will happen every 3 weeks rather than every week.  Childcare is free and offered at Head Start of Shawnee Mission, Inc. and through other childcare providers in the community.  Pregnant women and children under the age of 3 who live in the Shawnee Mission School District and meet income guidelines are eligible for Early Head Start.   

Early Head Start Community Spots:  There are childcare spots available in the Early Head Start classrooms at HSSM.  Hours are 7:00am-5:30pm M-F.  Costs are $220/week for toddlers and $245/week for infants.  Spots are available for children 6 weeks-3 years.  Residency and income requirements do not apply to Community Spots. SRS Childcare Subsidy accepted.
